	1. 
	Roll out of the Data Disaggregation Standards: Luis/OCHA presented the Humanitarian Data Disaggregation Standards for use, in the first instance, in activities linked to the Humanitarian Response plan through clusters/sectors. These include the location (place/camp code and name), age/sex groups, various well-defined categories of the type of the affected population (displaced and non-displaced population), status of isolation and type of vulnerabilities. This categories used for the Data Disaggregation Standards have been developed in close collaboration with clusters and sectors. These Standards are now ready for roll-out and further minor refinements can be incorporated after they have been in use for some time. It was noted that this IM Network initiative appears to be the only such one globally with agreement on the standards to enable a more streamlined approach to data gathering, compilation and use.
A tool box and example database are to be prepared along with a presentation that can ensure that all have the same information. UNOCHA will start the drafting process and share for additional inputs with IM Network members, and cluster/sector IM focal points.  Next steps will discuss and update the tools with WFP, WASH and UNICEF after Myanmar water festival.

	IM Updates: 
1) The ICT4Development Working Group has been looking at copyright issues related to software and information product.

2) SE Data Network is finalizing the next stage of a catalogue tools for use in documenting different datasets.
3) 3W - The latest MIMU 3W data will be released today along with the 3W TS Dashboard. This 3W round includes contributions from 205 organizations. 3W information for Township and village tract maps will be released after Thingyan and the analytical overviews will be released at the beginning of May.
4) Environment IM - The MIMU facilitated an initial meeting of Environment agencies to support the 3W process and promote improved information sharing and coordination among agencies focused on environment activities and concerns. 
5) Information sharing: MIMU will start regular monthly MIMU orientations, beginning from May 5. 
6) Capacity Building – MIMU is developing a 2 day IM orientation targeting [programme and IM staff. This will focus on basic principles of data gathering, processing, compilation, visualisation and ethics. This training will be available in English and Myanmar, planned from July.

	
	

	3. 
	Agency updates (assessments, activities, IM issues/ priorities): 
1) UNHCR is updating the CCCM dashboard for Rakhine and the camp profile for Kachin which will be released end of April.
2) UNOCHA is finalizing the multi sector initial rapid assessment tool with Kobol application which can be download from OCHA server website. Once finalised, OCHA will share the download link to enable participants to test its use and share their feedback and comments.
3) ILO is developing a child labour database, and will conduct a KAP / knowledge and attitude practices survey (Yangon, Mon and Ayeyarwady) and rapid assessment in Hlaing Tha Yar industrial zone which will have the final report by June. Labour Force Survey has completed data collection. An Agriculture Sub-Sector study is also ongoing and will be completed in the 3rd quarter of this year. The ILO migration KAP study was finished in April. Since many agencies have been doing research work, IOM suggested a future meeting to focus specifically on sharing of key lessons learned in conducting research and surveys.
4) UNICEF activities include: roll out of the child protection case management study; a study on child migration and trafficking with IOM; quantitative assessment on residential care facilities study in Myanmar. The latest UNICEF WASH 4W will be released shortly and UNICEF will share details of villages in Rakhine State which were found not to have place codes. UNICEF WASH also is preparing to develop Hydro geology database with an agency from UK for Rakhine State.
5) WFP is working within the Food Security Sector on tools to conduct livelihood profiling and the food security information/livelihood profile is being updated for Rakhine and Kachin. WFP is planning to conduct a food security survey in Kayah, Kayin, Mon, Tanintharyi and Rakhine in May and June.
6) MIMU – Shon briefed the IM Network on key findings from her visit to the north of Rakhine State to review IM support needs of agencies there. Agency activities tend to be focused still on programming approaches that have been in place for some years. There is no frame work to exchange information across agencies to strengthen sector-specific targeting. Information gathering activities are focused on requirements for programme implementation. The MIMU is also developing tools for the mapping of government-supported schools that could be adapted to mapping of other facilities. These MIMU Education online mapping tools will be released after water festival.

7) UNDP – following the IM Network comments on the multi-sector assessment, UNDP has stopped the study using the initial questionnaire and has sought a consultant to assist in revising the tools to be more useful in light of the extensive feedback that was provided by clusters/sectors.
