Humanitarian action to improve consistent and
effective SNFI response with minimum standards in
Myanmar

Shelter and Non-Food Items (NFI) are distributed to
support lifesaving, restore the sense of home, as well
as physical and mental wellbeing of conflict/disaster
affected people. The distribution of SNFI adapted to
climate giving geographical location, cultural norms,
appropriateness, and traditions of each population
group help to confront the negative impact of a
conflict and disaster displacement situation.

In Myanmar, the humanitarian needs scaled up after
military takeover in 2021, as well as Shelter and Non-
Food items response across the country. In
consequence of that, aiming consistent and effective
response, the cluster through the SNFI Technical
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Working Group (TWiG) worked together with
partners to standardize basic SNFI kits countrywide.

The joint effort of the standardization process
resulted in the kits presented in this guidance. It is
considering aspects previously mentioned, added to
safety, durability, local availability, specific needs
including women, girls, men, boys, infants, older,
people with disability and other vulnerable groups, as
possible.

This Guidance aims to support organization
implementing NFI and emergency shelter programs
with minimum standards by ensuring emergency
needs of the population are met in North-East, North-
West, West, and South-east and specially areas
where are constraints on provision of standard
Shelter/ NFI kits.

Each kit has the specific description, composition,
quantity, technical specifications, and estimated cost.
It is composed with permanent items as the main
composition and additional items recommended
according to the situation and region. The distinction
between regions is highlighted in the remarks.

Population group consider in this document are
internal displaced population (IDP), returned,
resettled, locally integrated IDPS, non-displaced
stateless people and other crisis-affected population
with humanitarian needs.

It is recommended local procurement and ensure the
reduction of plastic and packaging by item.

The cost of each kit may be used as reference for cash
modality when related with Shelter and NFI
assistance. The monthly updated price of items can
be consulted on the Market Price Report available at
Market Analysis Unit | MIMU themimu.info website,
as well with SNFI-CCCM cluster & Cash Working
Group partners.
