(5.1) Challenges 

• Operational Challenges: Limited road access slowing down response efforts. 

•  Staffing Issues: Need for additional logistics and finance personnel.  

•  Because of heavy rain and windy untimely, affected peoples, deployed RCVs and field 

staff were without safe areas  

•  Limitation of WASH related items available in Mandalay market 

• No major challenges have been encountered in responding to the earthquake. 

However, affected communities continue to face limited access to drinking and
