	· Follow up with CCCM Cluster (Richard) to circulate CMC reform report when it is finalized

	Topic 2:  AWD TWG update

	Started in February, AWD TWG reviewed and develop Rakhine AWD response based on 2 Rakhine AWD documents and other references. The purpose of this document is to provide tangible and useful information to WASH and no-WASH actors in regards to ‘acute watery diarrhoea’. It has 4 section: introduction, technical content, response and annexes. The final draft is ready for feedback from wider cluster member. Consultation with health cluster will be held on next TWG meeting, Monday 2 May 2016. F

	Topic 3: Update on Rakhine emergency situation in Rakhine

	· IDPs from armed conflict in Buthidaung, Maungdaw and Kyauk Taw
A joint mission between the RSG and OCHA/IRC took place on 25 April 2016 to Buthidaung and Rathedaung Townships following a request from the Security Minister the day before on 24 April to assess the situation of IDPs from armed conflict.  Currently there are about 1000 people living in 8 displacement sites (schools) in 3 townships. IDPs in critical need for drinking water, sanitation facilities and hygiene items. IRC distributed bottled water in Rathedaung camps, NFI kits was distributed by MSF/UNFPA in Buthidaung and Ratheduang while ICRC has a plan to conduct a rapid assessment in Kyauk Taw camps and to distribute drinking water in Buthidaung camp.
· Storm in Mrauk U

On 23-24 April, storm hits Rakhine and affected 3 villages, one was severe with 60 houses damaged. Respond lead by government and now is under control. No more damaged report in other area. 
· Drought in all Rakhine

WASH cluster is continue monitoring the drought situation in Rakhine. DRD has limited capacity and thus all support are welcome. IRC started delivered water and biosandfilter in Rathedaung and Ponnagyun. ICRC started delivered water in Mrauk U villages. UNICEF through DRD delivered water and tarpaulins for temporary water tanks

	Topic 4:  4W  4W indicators, discussion and consensus

	Soft file feedback received from some partners. To finalized and have a group consensus, cluster discussed all indicators line by line. In the end, Rakhine group agreed to remove indicator related to bathing space and CMC but also rephrasing some of the indicators to fits with Rakhine context. 

Attached is consolidated version of 4W proposed indicators submitted to National cluster, to be presented on next national cluster meeting in Yangon. Soon as it’s finalized by Yangon, updated version will be send to Rakhine cluster to validate and user training will be followed before end of May 2016.

	Topic 5: EWARS update

	MoH and WHO is finalizing EWARS (Early Warning and Reporting System). It includes symptomatic case definition and trigger information for notifiable diseases, to replace reporting of similar diseases found in the Daily Report Form. 
EWARS training postponed to 16 May (tentative), confirmation to be sent to health partners as soon as available. Will have a review after 2-3 months to determine trigger points for alert and case investigation
Monitored conditions most relevant to WASH partners are:

· Acute bloody diarrhea

· Acute watery diarrhea with severe dehydration

· Acute watery diarrhea with mild/ moderate dehydration
